The event has
Rs.50 million of total seed funding, making it the biggest entrepreneurship
challenge in India, according to the organisers.

The winner in the last edition of White Knight took home Rs.1 lakh and the
White Knight rolling trophy, given by TiE Kerala.

The winning team was SPJIMR for their business plan ‘eSamuhanam
—enhancing rural employability'.
